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From the Chair

A casual perusal of the Washington Post
and the New York Times during the
past year would reveal several articles
featuring archives and manuscript col-
lections, such as the opening of the
Ernest Hemingway papers in Cuba; a
recent discovery of financial ledgers in
a Senate storage room in the Capitol
bearing signatures of John Adams,
Thomas Jefferson, and other promi-
nent early American legislators; the
disposition of the personal papers of
Malcolm X and Jackie Robinson; and
a debate about the effect of President
Bush’s executive order 13233 concern-
ing the opening of presidential records.
If the mainstream press is any indica-
tion, the public’s interest in archives
and the work of archivists is worth-
while and ongoing,.

It is discouraging to note, however,
that this interest has been accompa-
nied by some recent troubling
developments. Administrators at
Teachers College of Columbia
University have seen fit to abolish the
Milbank Library’s Special Collections
and Archives Department, and dis-
charge the professional archivists who
administered the collection. Of course,

MARAC protested this development,
as did the Society of American
Archivists, but to date the Teachers
College administration has not
changed its course. Just as baleful are
the effects of the Virginia state govern-
ment budget cutbacks, which have
seriously affected the operation of the
Virginia State Library and Archives.
These cutbacks have resulted in cur-
tailed hours of operation; staff layoffs
and hiring freezes; a significant slip-
page in archival processing targets
addressing the collections backlog; and
the elimination of a digital library pro-
gram and other programs. As the
uncertain economy continues, state
governments will be under increasing
pressure to balance their budgets and
archives programs will face the danger

of decreased funding levels.

These developments clearly demon-
strate the need (already apparent to us)
for archivists to carry the argument to
the greater community that archives
and archivists perform a vital role in
the larger world. As the custodians of
society’s written and electronic memo-
ry, the decisions we make and the
conditions in which we work will

affect future generations. We need to
make known the importance of
archives and keep our issues front and
center. We can do this by participating
in our professional activities, attending
meetings and conferences, serving on
committees and reaching out to the
public. MARAC is a useful and benefi-
cial vehicle for this work, and by
becoming active we all work to
strengthen the profession.

Elsewhere in this issue, there is an arti-
cle describing the creation of
MARAC’s Development Committee.
Under the capable leadership of Jim
Byers, MARAC is attempting to secure
a funding mechanism that will assist
members, especially new members, in
advancing their archival education and
skill levels. I urge you to support this
worthy endeavor with your tax-
deductible check. Your contribution is
an investment in the future of archives.

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Steering Committee Summary—Fall 2002

October 24, 2002, Poughkecpsie Grand
Hotel, Poughkeepsie, NY.

The meeting was called to order at
6:45 p.m. The minutes for the
Summer 2002 meeting were approved.

CHAIR

Chair Jeff Flannery spoke with Phil
Kimball concerning the charging
structure for out-of-pocket costs. Phil
offered to reduce the increased out-
of-pocket fees from $225 to $195.
The Finance Committee recom-
mends approving this rate.

Jeff has written two letters of concern
on behalf of MARAC this quarter:
One letter was sent to the President
of Teacher’s College in New York City
objecting to closing the special collec-
tions department and dismissal of the
four staff members. Professional
archivists will no longer administer
the special collections, which have
rich holdings in education. The
President of Teacher’s College suggest-
ed that Jeff talk to the acting director
of the library. Jeff has been unable to
speak with him to date.

Another letter was sent to the board of
trustees of Frederick County Libraries
stating that the policies of the
Maryland Room are in keeping with
professional standards concerning the
use of primary materials and are
not—as one user stated— “draconian.”

ADMINISTRATOR

The reminder notices for the 2002-2003
Membership Renewal went out on
October 4th to approximately 330
members. As of this writing, there are
240 out of 1,083 members who have
not yet renewed.

Any member who does not renew by the
end of this month will receive an e-mail
notice (if we have their e-mail address)

notifying them that they will be removed

from the membership database on
November 1. As always, lapsed members
are not deleted; they are simply removed
to a separate table in the database.

State caucus memberships are as follows:
DC-197; Delaware-31; Maryland-159;
New Jersey—130; New York—269;
Pennsylvania—214; Virginia—147; West
Virginia—14. All caucus reps will be sent
updated caucus lists once the lapsed
members are removed from the member-
ship database. Please note that some
members belong to more than one cau-
cus, so total membership numbers will
not match up with state caucus numbers.

AD HOC COMMITTEE FOR
ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES

As mentioned in the Chair’s report,
the Finance Committee recommends
accepting the compromise fee increase
for out-of-pocket expenses. A vote was
taken and the Steering Committee
voted to retain Kimball & Associates
and accept the fee increases.

VICE CHAIR AND MEETINGS
COORDINATING COMMITTEE
(MCC)

The Program co-chairs for the joint
MARAC/NEA meeting
(Poughkeepsie, NY, Oct. 23-26,
2002) are Alison Oswald (MARAC)
and Barbara Austen (NEA) and the
LAC co-chairs are Christine
Crawford-Oppenheimer and Brian
Keough. They have done a wonderful
job in putting together a great pro-
gram and local arrangement activities.
As of this date, all but one workshop
is either at the maximum number or
close to it. Attendance for the meet-

ing is 1/3 NEA, 2/3 MARAC.

The Spring 2003 meeting (Trenton,
NJ, April 24-26, 2003) will be held
at the newly built Lafayette Yard
Marriott Conference Hotel. Karl
Niederer and Ben Primer are LAC

co-chairs and Gary Saretzky and
Alex Magoun are PC co-chairs. A
budget has been prepared and was
shared with MCC. It will be pre-
sented to Steering Committee. Marc
Mappen will be the luncheon speak-
er and it is anticipated that Ian
Burrough, of Hunter Research, will
be the plenary speaker.
Vendor/exhibitors are going to be
coordinated with the newly formed
MARAC Development Committee.
Bob Sink will be the lead for the
workshops. The theme of the pro-
gram will be “Revolutions in
Archives.” There are 21 sessions in
various stages of completion. Cheryl
Stadel-Bevans is the program editor
and has set up and sent a schedule.

LAC co-chairs for the Fall 2003 meet-
ing (Gettysburg, PA, Oct. 29-Nov. 1,
2003) are Pam Whitenack and
Christine Amadure, and Jim
Gerencser and Karen Drickamer are
PC co-chairs. A contract has been
finalized and signed with the
Gettysburg Inn. It has been harder
and harder to secure a hotel registra-
tion cut-off date close enough to the
actual conference date. The other
stumbling block has been facility
charges. In the past if MARAC filled
the room quota there were no meet-
ing room charges, but now there are.
We also had to negotiate getting the
Gettysburg Inn to provide space in
nearby hotels since the Inn could only
give us 155 rooms. The will secure an
additional 30 rooms at nearby hotels
at the same rate. Tour ideas have been
discussed; the Eisenhower Farm
Historic site is being looked into for
the reception. Pam Whitenack will be
the vendor/exhibitor person and will
work with the Development
Committee. Cheryl Stadel-Bevans has
set up and sent Gettysburg a schedule
for program printing,

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MARAC has had discussions with
Holiday Inn Downtown Silver
Spring representatives regarding two
issues around the Spring 2004 meet-
ing: 1) facility costs—the hotel was
charging nearly $8,000 for room
rental fees, and 2) cut off date time
frame. Their expectations did not
seem financially feasible for
MARAC. Kiristine Kaske will look
into hotels in the Northern Virginia
area for a possible site.

Debora Rougeux and Ed Galloway
have agreed to be LAC co-chairs for
the Fall 2004 meeting (Pittsburgh,
PA); Debora is looking into hotels.

Ben Primer and Karl Niederer, LAC
co-chairs for the Trenton meeting,
offered a proposal for a one-time
experiment on delivery of the pro-
gram: sending a broadcast e-mail and a
postal card saying the program is avail-

able online for downloading and giv-
ing the Web address. There would be
the option of sending the card back to
request a printed copy of the program.
Princeton would cover the administra-
tive details and make certain that the
program is configured properly to ease
printing problems; both HTML and
PDF formats will be available. There
was some discussion as to ensuring the
vendors have program information.
Delivery of the information in a pri-
marily electronic format would change
the schedule for printing the program.
Ads will be in computer form as well
as the printed program. Discussion fol-
lowed the proposal: We will need to
have a backup when Princeton is not
involved; the post-cards will need to be
eye-catching since this is such a
change; concern was expressed since
usually people receive the program and
then realize they need to register; we do
not have e-mail addresses for everyone;
the change should be publicized every-
where and written up in MAA. A vote

was taken to try this as a one-time
experiment; the ayes had it, with one
opposed. The LAC will work with
Catherine Payson to monitor how reg-
istrations are compared with other
conferences.

The Development Committee is tak-
ing the lead in coordination with
vendors at meetings.

TREASURER AND FINANCE
COMMITTEE

Third Quarter income came from
membership dues, publication sales
and advertising, bank interest, Fall
2002 conference income, and contri-
butions. Expenses are from Kimball
& Associates management fees,
Steering Committee travel, publica-
tion of the MAA, and Spring and Fall

2002 conference costs.

The latest financial information from

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Towson indicates that the profit is
$13,575.94. The preliminary finan-
cial information from Poughkeepsie
reflects a deficit due to the high costs
associated with the program print-
ing. Attendance numbers are good
and a profit is likely.

The Finance Committee recom-
mends approval of the Trenton
budget as submitted to the Steering
Committee. The Finance Committee
also recommends approval of the
change in out of pocket expenses for
Kimball & Associates.

The Finance Committee recommends
approval of the proposal of the
Development Committee. Previously,
the Finance Committee has agreed to
a set amount to be devoted for invest-
ing with Jerry Cannizzaro.

Steve Dalina will withdraw money
from the old account.

The annual MARAC audit will be
conducted at this meeting. The
Treasurer would like to thank those
members of the Finance Committee
who will undertake this task. The
Treasurer would also like to thank
John Celardo for his service to the
Finance Committee. John is rotating
off the committee after this meeting,
having served two terms.

There was discussion about the
budget submitted for the Trenton
meeting. An objection was raised
that the proposed budget included
no hotel costs other than AV.
Gratuities, coffee breaks, etc., were
not included. It was suggested that
the budget be changed to reflect mis-
cellaneous charges and that $3000 be
added to hotel costs. There was dis-
cussion on whether the Steering
Committee may make changes, or
whether the proposed budget has to
be rejected, sent back to be changed,
and resubmitted. The decision was
made to add in the $3000 to hotel

costs and have the MARAC Treasurer
make the necessary changes to the
document. A motion was made and
seconded that we accept the Trenton
spring conference budget with

amended hotel charges of $3000.

The proposed changes in out-of-pock-
et expenses by Kimball & Associates
were voted on and approved.

ARCHIVIST

As earlier reported, the MARAC
Archivist has been working on updat-
ing the finding aid to the MARAC
Archives. There is still time for new
accessions to be incorporated into the
core collection and represented in the

updated finding aid.

The Archivist has supported efforts
to highlight MARAC’s 30th anniver-
sary year by preparing a flyer for
inclusion in the registration packets.
This flyer contains information on
the history of MARAC (particularly
its first year) and a facsimile of the
first issue of our newsletter. In addi-
tion, the Archivist has provided the
Poughkeepsie LAC with a list of all
the individuals who were members
during the first ten years of MARAC
(1972-1982) for potential recogni-
tion at the upcoming meeting. The
Archivist has also worked with Jeff
Flannery and Danna Bell-Russel in
preparing a new set of Service and
Custer Award certificates.

The Committee was able to give a
full set of scholarships and travel
awards for the Poughkeepsie meet-
ing.

There was discussion at the meeting
about the registration form’s $10 dif-
ferential in workshops between
members and non-members.

The Committee is considering pro-
posals to reform the selection and
editorial review process for the occa-
sional paper and technical leaflet
series, and the recruitment of quali-
fied authors. The publication of
recent submissions has been delayed
owing to the quality of the writing
and information content, questions
surrounding the authorship of one
leaflet, and the inability of authors to
submit manuscript drafts in a timely
fashion. The Committee will also
discuss the adoption of standards,
procedures, and a time line to
receive, review, and revise prospective
publications.

The Committee is moving ahead
with two technical leaflet publication
initiatives. Sue Kellerman (Head of
the Preservation Department, Penn
State) will prepare a technical leaflet
devoted to the planning of digital
projects. Susan Hamburger
(Manuscripts Cataloging Librarian,
Penn State) is working on a publica-
tion pertaining to architectural

collections. The Committee is also
seeking a qualified author for a leaflet
or paper on archiving the records of
religious institutions.

There is a problem about what to do
with old papers submitted for a pub-
lication slated for completion after
the State College meeting. There are
problems with Penn State Press. Jim
Quigel wants to follow up on a
promise of publication made to the
authors, but publication may not be
possible. There was discussion about
Web site corrections, content, place-
ment, etc. The Committee will give
the Web site quality review.

The Committee Chair has been
working with Katy Rawdon-Faucett
(Editor, MAA Newsletter) and Susan
Hamson (Associate Editor, MAA) to
monitor the costs involved in print-
ing and distributing the newsletter.
Some expenses associated with the
processing of the mailing list and
labels have been reduced by forward-
ing an electronic distribution list
directly from Kimball & Associates
to Communications By Design.
However, we continue to go over our
targeted per issue budget of $3,000
to $3,200, generally due to labor
costs associated with late editing and
layout changes. Recent issues have
also cost more owing to the place-
ment of ads with graphics and
images, and larger issues in terms of
pages. Katy and Susan are doing an
excellent job whittling away at future
costs by keeping the MAA within a
manageable range of 24-26 pages,
standardizing some of the layout, and
the judicious use and placement of
images. If there are no unforeseen
increases in labor costs we hope to hit
our target budget for the Winter
issue and beyond. Early submission
of material for inclusion in the
newsletter allows the editors more
time to devote to the preparation and
layout of the next issue, and presum-
ably less editing and layout changes.
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Quarterly publications sales (July
16—Oct. 15, 2002) totaled 7.

Development

The Committee has been working
with the Trenton LAC staff who are
working with vendors. They have put
together a package that includes a let-
ter to prospective vendors who may
be interested in coming to Trenton, a
list of upcoming MARAC confer-
ences, and a form to register for the
Trenton Conference. This package
was mailed in late September, and
included contact information for
Poughkeepsie in case there were any
late registrations from vendors. The
issue of the timing for the mailing of
this package will be discussed at the
Committee meeting in Poughkeepsie.

In the process of putting together this
package a new vendors’ mailing list
was created that will be updated with
each meeting. It was used to send out
this first mailing, and will be used
again by the LAC in Trenton for any
future mailings and follow up contacts.

The Committee will also be working
with Trenton Local Arrangements on
Friday, October 25, to distribute
information packages about Trenton
to all of the vendors at Poughkeepsie.

At its meeting in Poughkeepsie the
Committee will also be discussing an
investment program, and providing
assistance to the Mid-Atlantic
Aprchivist in vendor advertising.

Discussion followed the report: The
timing of the letters to vendors for
the Fall conference was discussed; the
letters will not be sent out for Fall
before the Spring conference to elim-
inate confusion.

The committee wants to do some
investing of MARAC’s money. They
made a recommendation to invest
approximately $15,000 in a recom-

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Welcome to the New MARAC Development Committee!

The Development Committee is the
newest of MARACs standing com-
mittees. It began its existence in
October 2000 as an ad hoc commit-
tee, and became a special committee
in January 2001. Over the past sum-
mer, just after standing committee
status was attained, the MARAC
Chair named the permanent commit-
tee. The Committee consists of ten
MARAC members, including the

Chair who is an ex officio member.

The Development Committee is
tasked with fund raising to assure
revenue streams to support MARAC’s
educational programming. This
includes a broad range of educational

activities such as meeting scholar-
ships, scholarships to workshops, and
the Modern Archives Institute schol-
arship. The Committee also works
with the Education Committee to
provide funding for any educational
activity or workshop that is deemed
necessary. The Development
Committee in conjunction with the
Finance Committee is exploring ways
to do fundraising with the MARAC
membership, with vendors at confer-
ences and workshops, and with other
commercial entities that are connect-
ed in any way with the business of
archives. Initial efforts include draft-
ing the contribution letter that you

all received with your dues renewal,
and working with the Trenton Local
Arrangements Committee to put
together a standard package of infor-
mation for vendors who will exhibit
at this conference. The Committee is
also beginning to look at how to
improve advertising in the Mid-
Atlantic Archivist.

As we continue to develop and refine
our plans for fund raising we are
happy to answer any questions or
hear any suggestions that the mem-
bership may have.

Delaware

After a routine check of Delaware
memorabilia listed for sale on eBay,
Delaware Public Archives archivist
Bruce Haase was surprised to find a
Blackbird Hundred tax book for
1910. Working with the Attorney
General’s office, eBay provided the
necessary information to locate the
buyer and seller of the document.
With the cooperation of everyone,
the document was returned to the
archives. The recovery of this volume
means the archives now has a com-
plete set of state tax records for 1910.

In October, the Delaware Public
Archives held a successful World War
IT program in the Mabel Lloyd
Ridgely Research Room. Not only
did the event include a guest speaker
and music from a big band, but also
on display for the first time were thir-
ty propaganda posters from the time
period. Oversized and in color, they
showed a wide array of subjects,
including the promotion of the war
bond drive and home front activities
supporting the war effort.

An article written by Delaware Public
Archives records services manager
Joanne Mattern appears in a new
publication from Scarecrow Press,
Moving Archives: The Experiences of
Eleven Archivists. The book is a col-
lection of clear, systematic, rational,
and sometimes humorous accounts of
how archivists coped with unfamiliar
and difficult activities in their institu-
tions. Joanne chronicles her account
of the transfer of the DPAs records
from a storage facility into the newly
built archives building. Moving
Archives should be available in
December 2002.

On October 12, 2002, the Historical
Society of Delaware, in conjunction
with WHYY, the PBS affiliate in
Wilmington, sponsored a program
called “Trash or Treasure.” The general
public was invited to bring in family
treasures, including furniture, glass-
ware, silver, books, manuscript
material, and ephemera for evaluation.
MARAC member Connie Cooper
lent her expertise to the event as man-
uscript and ephemera appraiser.
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With its manuscript collections find-
ing aids now online, the Helen Farr
Sloan Library at the Delaware Art
Museum has an updated and expand-
ed web presence on the museum’s
web site. The collections focus on
three major collecting areas, each
complementing the strengths of the
museum’s permanent art collections:
the papers of Pre-Raphaelite art col-
lectors Samuel and Mary R. Bancroft,
Howard Pyle and American illustra-
tion, and John Sloan and The Eight.
The manuscript collections and
library are open to the public during
the museum’s stay at the First USA
Riverfront Arts Center in
Wilmington as construction and ren-
ovation continues at the museum’s
permanent home on Kentmere
Parkway.

Museum library’s new exhibition,

The DC Archivist had an active fall.
On September 12, 2003 the DC
Caucus was invited to an afternoon at
the National Gallery of Art’s Gallery
Archives. Maygene Daniels, her staff,
NGA conservator Connie McCabe
and NGA photographer Lorene
Emerson gave an educational and
enjoyable afternoon of photographic
preservation information and demon-
strations. Over 30 members
participated in this event.

The Caucus Archives Fair, held on
October 10, 2002 at the Ripley Center
of the Smithsonian Institution, was a
great success. The event ran from 12
noon until 7pm. The highlight of the
day was the lecture by Dr. Thomas
Battle. Dr. Battle, director of the
Moorland-Spingarn Research Center
at Howard University, discussed the
challenges of collecting material that
documents African-American history.
Battle’s talk was followed by a panel
discussion of the problems with and
progress in collecting African-
American archival material. The
panelists were Doris Rich, author of
Queen Bess: Daredevil Aviator; Paul
Silbermann of the National Air and
Space Museum, processing archivist of
the Benjamin O. Davis Jr. papers; and

Judith Korey, curator of the Felix E.
Grant Jazz Archives at the University
of the District of Columbia. The fol-
lowing repositories participated in the
2002 DC Caucus/MARAC Archives
Fair: Archives of American Art, SI;
Archives of American Gardens, SI;
Charles Sumner School Museum and
Archives; Corcoran Archives; District

Caucus members are again being
asked to join our Yahoo! listserve
MARAC-DC. In order to have better
communication between members,
MARAC-DC is exclusively used by
the DC Caucus for announcements
of Caucus tours, MARAC meetings,
and items of interest to archivists in
the DC area. Due to email address
changes at NARA, many individuals
who were previously on the list have
had to re-subscribe.

The Library of Congress opened a
high density storage facility in Ft.
Meade, Maryland. It will house nearly
1.5 million items. The dedication cere-
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mony was held on Monday, November
18, 2002. This is the first module of
the Library's high density storage facil-
ity on a 100-acre site at 100 Meiges
Road in Ft. Meade. The construction
is under the supervision of the
Architect of the Capitol. James H.
Billington, Librarian of Congress; Alan
Hantman, Architect of the Capitol;
and invited guests, including members
of Congress, congressional staff,
Library of Congress and Architect of
the Capitol staff attended the event.

This is the first major new building
constructed for the Library of Congress
in more than two decades; the high-
density storage facility will go a long
way toward meeting the future storage
needs of the Library’s ever-growing col-
lections. The move of less-frequently
used items to Ft. Meade will permit the
reconfiguration of collections that
remain on Capitol Hill so that they can
be housed in closer proximity to the
reading rooms where they are used. It
will also allow the Library to consoli-
date its operations and release rental
space that it now occupies in other
locations. Materials stored at Ft. Meade
will continue to be accessible to read-
ers, because there will be twice-daily
deliveries from the off-site storage facili-
ty to the Library’s campus on Capitol
Hill. The storage facility has been
designed to maximize the available
storage capacity; items will be shelved
by size in boxes developed to accom-
modate that specific size item.
Individual items and storage boxes will
carry discreet barcodes and will be
retrieved via the Library’s computerized
Integrated Library System (ILS) and
special warehouse tracking software.

At the beginning of December 2002
the Columbia Archives relocated to
the first floor of another Town
Center office building, the American
City Building, 10227 Wincopin

To celebrate Archives Week, the

Survey on the World Trade Center
Attack: The World Trade Center
Documentation Task Force has
designed a survey to collect information
on records documenting the events of
September 11™ and its aftermath, and
to collect information on repositories
that are interested in collecting such
records. The task force is a group of
archivists, librarians, and records man-

Keep in mind that records
can be recorded information in any for-
mat. The task force will use the
information it collects to help deter-
mine what issues must be documented
to ensure a comprehensive historical
record and to determine preservation
and cataloging needs for records related
to the WTC attack. The task force will
also use the results of this survey to
match records creators with possible
repositories interested in such records. If
you know of people or organizations
holding records related to the WTC
attack and its aftermath or of reposito-
ries interested in collecting records to
document this series of events, visit the
following webpage for an online survey:

NYS Archives Opens New Web site:
The New York State Archives has
recently revamped its entire web site.
The current web site includes a brand-
new design, improved navigation, and
much new and updated information.
There are three ways to access the web
site: 1) via the main gateway at
www.nysarchives.org, 2) through the
New York State Archives homepage at
www.archives.nysed.gov, and 3) through
the New York State Archives Partnership
Trust at www.nysarchivestrust.org. You
will see many improvements and find a
wealth of information related to archives
and records management on the
redesigned web site.

NYS Archives Receives NEH Grant:
The New York State Archives, State
Education Department, Albany, NY has
received a conditional 30-month grant
of up to $287,363 ($200,000 matching)
for a regrant project to carry out docu-
mentation and arrangement and
description projects addressing 1) the
World Trade Center disaster and its
impact on New Yorkers and 2) under-
documented groups, topics, and
activities in the state. The first $152,418

in the NHPRC conditional grant may
only be used for underdocumented
groups, topics, and activities in New
York State, and in addition, to develop
an overall detailed plan for projects to
address the World Trade Center disaster
and its impact on New Yorkers. The
Commission will review this plan before
providing its final approval for the
release of the remaining NHPRC funds.

NYS Comptrollers Records and the
Archives: The New York State Archives’
reference services unit was in the news
in late September and early October, as
reporters and other researchers sought
access to Comptroller and candidate for
Governor H. Carl McCall’s correspon-
dence files, accessioned by the Archives
in 2001. The episode began when the
New York Post began publishing stories
about McCall’s numerous letters of rec-
ommendation for job-seekers. Soon,
members of other news organizations
demanded access to McCall’s correspon-
dence. When the Post story broke, the
Office of the State Comptroller (OSC)
borrowed back the seven boxes and
deleted personal addresses and a hand-
ful of other references not disclosable
under the Freedom of Information Law
(FOIL). OSC returned the boxes to the
Archives within a few days. Archives
staff then reviewed all documents, and
removed from information that might
be exempted from disclosure under
FOIL before making the boxes available
again. For a few days as many as nine
reporters occupied seats in the research
room before news attention shifted to
other topics.

Closing of the Teachers College Special
Collections Department: The Teachers
College Special Collections was sudden-
ly closed on August 26" this year
without any advance notice. Teachers
College, associated with Columbia
University, is an important college of
education in the country and their spe-
cial collections was one of the premiere
collections relating to the history of edu-
cation in the United States. Both the
Archivists Round Table of Metropolitan
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New York and MARAC wrote letters
expressing concern about the closing of
the special collections and about the col-
lege’s plans to continue to protect and
make accessible their special collections.

Pennsylvania

The University of Pittsburgh’s
University Library System (ULS) will
digitize more than 7,000 photographs
depicting Pittsburgh’s immigrant work-
force, steel industries, public schools,
civic “renaissance” of the mid-1940s
and 1950s, and African American com-
munities, thanks to a 2002 National
Leadership Grant from the Institute of
Museum and Library Services IMLS).
The images will be available worldwide
on the ULS “Historic Pittsburgh” web
site: digital.library.pitt.edu/pittsburgh.

The two-year, $242,157 grant requires
collaboration between libraries and
museums to create innovative access to a
body of photographic material. The
University of Pittsburghs Archives
Service Center, the Senator John Heinz
Pittsburgh Regional History Center, and
the Carnegie Museum of Art will work
together to make their nationally signifi-
cant visual collections of the Pittsburgh
region accessible via the single Web gate-
way created and managed by the
University’s Digital Research Library.

The Historical Society of Pennsylvania
has received a grant from the
Pennsylvania Historical and Museum
Commission (PHMC) to fund the
processing of several Philadelphia and
Southeastern Pennsylvania private relief
and social service organizations. The
collections span 200 years and have a
combined length of well over 100 lin-
ear feet. Leslie Hunt, Manuscripts
Archivist at the Society, will process the

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records of The Lighthouse, Union
Benevolent Society, Children’s Aid
Society, Orphan Society, and Magdalen
Society. She is joined by Project
Archivist Rita Dockery, who will tackle
the records of the Philadelphia Society
for Organizing Charity, later known as
Family Service. Rita, on leave from the
London School of Economics, where
she works as Preservation Librarian,
may be familiar to MARAC folks from
her stints at the American
Philosophical Society and the Wagner
Free Institute of Science in the 1990s.

HSP has recently completed two pro-
cessing projects that were also funded
by the PHMC. One project enhanced
access to and preservation of the ].G.
Brill Company Photographic Archive.
Brill, a Philadelphia-based company,
manufactured rail cars and engines
from 1868 to 1944. Heavy use, age,
and the chemical composition of the
negatives had placed much of the col-
lection at critical risk and in need of
immediate care. Over the past year, a
project archivist rehoused 19,900 user
prints and 6,500 glass plate negatives,
and the staff photographer created
6,200 new master negatives. A finding
aid and an online exhibit for the collec-
tion was produced and are available on
the Society’s web site: www.hsp.org.
The entire collection has been invento-
ried and entered into a
keyword-searchable database, which
soon will be available on the web site as
well. This exhaustive photographic
archive provides rich primary source
material not only for those interested in
transportation history, but also social
historians and historians of labor, busi-
ness, and other specializations.

For the second project, a project
archivist processed seven archival col-
lections of Asian-American
organizations and individuals: The
Indo-American Association of
Delaware, The Southeast Asian
Resource Center, Dean Yabuki, Tsiwen

M. Law, Hilary Conroy, Vuong Thuy,
and Yam Tong and Daisy Law Hoh.
The finding aids are available on the
Society’s web site. These papers offer
fascinating and important insight into
the networks within Asian immigrant
communities and across generations
and successive waves of immigration.

The University of Scranton’s Weinberg
Memorial Library Heritage Room is

hosting an exhibit titled Scranton 1902.

The exhibit, a cooperative project
between Weinberg Library Special
Collections and the Lackawanna
Historical Society, will provide a
glimpse of Scranton at the turn-of-the-
century. The exhibit, which will run
until January 19, 2003, was assembled
by students of Scranton School
District's BEST Program under the
direction of Mary Ann Moran of the
Lackawanna Historical Society. The
exhibit features artifacts and photo-
graphs grouped by themes such as
Childhood, Architecture, and
Transportation.

Thanks are extended to Library of Virginia
staff members Jay Gaidmore, Kathleen
Jordan and Sarah Nerney; for their hard
work in organizing the events at the
Library of Virginia and creating the web
site. Also thanks to Conley Edwards for his
support and ability to find resources to
accomplish so much in our first statewide
celebration of Archives Week.

On November 7%, the Southwest
Virginia Archives & Historical
Repositories Consortium (SVAHRC) met
at the Bedford Public Library to learn
about the mission and resources of the
National D-Day Foundation and
Memorial. The meeting opened with a
presentation by State Archivist Conley
Edwards, who reviewed the recent budget
cuts at the State Library. Following Mr.
Edwards, Carol Tuckwiller, Director of
Research and Archives, gave a brief histo-
ry of the Foundation, spoke about the
current situation and reviewed future
plans for expansion. After lunch, atten-
dees visited the memorial site. Of
particular interest was the level of detail

Governor Mark Warner to a third three-
year term on the State Historical Records
Advisory Board (SHRAB).

The Virginia Holocaust Museum is coor-
dinating an “outreach project” project to
collect eyewitness narratives of the
Holocaust. The goal is “to reach residents,
or former residents, of the
Commonwealth of Virginia who are sur-
vivors, liberators, rescuers, army personnel
or any other individuals who experienced
some aspect of the Holocaust.”

Due to Virginia's budget shortfall, the
Library of Virginia, like many other state
agencies, has sustained an additional 15%
cut in its budget for both FY 2003 and
FY 2004 in addition to the 7% and 8%
respective cuts passed by the General
Assembly in their last session. The net
effect of reductions over the last two years
has been a loss to the Library’s operating

budget of a staggering 39 percent. These
cuts resulted in a total of 40 layoffs, and a
cumulative reduction of 24 positions, the
discontinuation of publication of the
Virginia Cavalcade, as well as the suspen-
sion of the Digital Library Project and the
elimination of the imaging services
branch. More details regarding the effects
of the budget cuts at the Library of
Virginia may be found at www.lva.lib.va.us/
whoweare/events/reducsummary.htm.

West Virginia

The West Virginia State Archives is
facing a round of budget cuts, as the
state continues to face budget short-
falls. In late November, Governor
Bob Wise has ordered an immediate
3.4% reduction at this time and may
order more. In addition, the 10%
reduction planned for the next fiscal
year's budget may be increased and
layoffs of state employees may result
by next year. At this time, the State
Archives is not sure of the effects on
its staffing and programming.

Archivists in Boston, Richard Fauss of
the West Virginia State Archives was
awarded the 2002 Dan and Kathy
Leab Award. The award was estab-
lished in 1996 to acknowledge the
contribution of archivists who seldom
have the opportunity of being recog-
nized outside their institutions.

Board of Directors with advice and
consultation from the association’s
Awards Committee. Award recipients
have worked in a moving image
archive or with a moving image col-
lection, and have made a significant
contribution to their institution or
the field as a whole.

To
be eligible, an organization must be a
nonprofit, U.S. organization or institu-
tion; care for and own humanities
collections; have at least one professional
staff member or the full time equivalent;

grams at least 120 days per year. An
institution may submit one application
per deadline. The program promotes
preservation planning and preservation
activities within the country’s smaller
institutions. NEH encourages applica-
tions from institutions that have never
received an NEH grant. A grant period
may run from three months to one year.
Grants up to $5,000 are awarded on a
competitive basis. The next application
deadline is May 15, 2003.

One Of Our Own
Stephen Doell

When asked what drew him to the
archives profession, Stephen Doell,
Director of Archives for the Historical
Society of Western Pennsylvania, says
that he did not come in through the
back door but rather “came in through
the steam vent.” After substitute teach-
ing for a while following his college
graduation, Steve went to graduate
school at the University of Akron.
There was one opening for an assist-
antship in the university archives, and
Steve took the position. “I was always
focused on the research end of things,
and it was eye-opening to see the other
side of the desk,” he says. It dawned
on Steve that he could make archives a
career since he understood the needs of
researchers and could thus provide the
assistance they needed.

Steve started at the Historical Society
in 1993 as a processing archivist. He is
now in charge of 20,000 linear feet of
records, a collection growing by 250
acquisitions a year. Pittsburgh is still
known as the Steel City to many, but
the history of Pittsburgh and the rest

of western Pennsylvania is document-

ed beyond its traditional association
with the steel industry. Steve enjoys
exploring the archives to find material
to add to and support programs and
exhibits, a task made more interesting
through the Society’s association with
the Smithsonian Institution.

Steve sees promoting awareness of
archives as the most challenging job
of being an archivist. After records
have served their creators and are
ready to be saved, “there is always the
perception that [they are] going into
the dusty archives,” Steve says. Most
people don't know about the work
involved in processing and collection
maintenance. “We are always over-
looked, so tooting our horn is always
important.” When there is an exhibit
of archived material, Steve likes to
remind visitors that everything they
see out there on exhibit is kept in the
archives, a good reminder that it takes
a lot of work to preserve the past.

The ongoing need to remind people
of the mission of archives may be a
challenge, but it is meeting different
people with varying research needs
and accommodating those needs that
are for Steve the most satisfying
aspects of being an archivist: you
never know who you will meet or

what they will require. There at
Steve’s fingertips are resources to
explore all kinds of aspects of the his-
tory of Pittsburgh and western
Pennsylvania, which he enjoys as
much as his researchers do.

Steve may have come in through the
steam pipe, but he found his home
behind the reference desk.

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Sampling Criminal Court Records in the

Philadelphia City Archives

In this article, Ward J. Childs, City Archivist of
Philadelphia, describes a project undertaken by his depart-
ment to sample and re-house criminal court records.

At the end of last year the Philadelphia City Archives
finally put the finishing touches on a project of sampling
criminal court bills of indictment and notes of testimony,
ca. 1940-1952. This cooperative pilot project of the
Department of Records and the Office of the Clerk of
Quarter Sessions of Philadelphia County and the First
Judicial District of Pennsylvania was begun more than five
years ago, in May 1997. The last stages of this project
included housing in acid-free folders and storage boxes
the 191 cubic feet of flat-filed bills and notes which were
the product of the sampling procedure. The sampling
project was funded by a series of grants to the
Department of Records from the Pennsylvania Historical
and Museum Commission (PHMC) between 1996 and
1999. A final grant in 20002001 allowed the
Department to purchase acid-free folders and storage
boxes so that the sampled records could be housed in an
archivally appropriate physical environment.

The purpose of the criminal court record sampling project
was to significantly reduce the large volume of post-1940
criminal court records which the Department had in storage
in its Records Storage Center, and to make them more acces-
sible to researchers. At the same time we wanted our
permanent sample to truly reflect what took place in the
criminal court of the most historic city of the
Commonwealth. To achieve these goals, we had to make deci-
sions about the size of the sample and the methodology to be
used. And—strange as it may seem—we also had to decide
exactly what we were sampling. Were we taking a sample of
every nth bill of indictment and its corresponding notes of
testimony? Or were we only sampling the “fat files,” since one
could assume that these were the most interesting cases?

While both of these methods were appealing because they
are a relatively easy way to take a sample, we came to the
conclusion (after consulting with an Advisory Group of
stakeholders) that neither would give a true reflection of
the operations of trials in the former Court of Quarter
Sessions. Criminal court trials vary. If the defendant pleads
guilty, the trial is short and the court record of the case is
also correspondingly short: say, the size of one legal-size file
folder. At the other end of the spectrum is a trial with
numerous witnesses who testify for days at a time, and that
produces pages and pages of transcript. So much, in fact,
that at times their storage requires several cubic foot boxes.
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Some trials are relatively routine while others have an aura
of the spectacular. In some cases the defendant is indicted
multiple times in relation to the same alleged crime. In
others, there are separate indictments of a number of dif-
ferent defendants for the same crime. This variety had to
be reflected. However, we also felt an obligation to keep a
record of those trials that were notorious either because of
the identity of the defendant, the circumstances surround-
ing the crime, or the identity of the victim. We also were
mandated by the laws of the Commonwealth to perma-
nently retain all homicide cases.

Decisions about the retention of homicide case records
were easy. We had no choice. These records were identi-
fied primarily by research in the indices to the docket of
the Quarter Sessions Court, although others were discov-
ered while going through bills of indictment. We also
decided to keep a 100% sample of “notorious” cases, and
for those cases like illegal abortions prior to Roe v. Wade,
for which there were very few indictments. The latter were
selected as we went through the bills.

We found that the “notorious” cases required a great deal
of background research. These cases were selected by
examining the chronology of headlines in the Philadelphia
Bulletin Almanac, annual reports of the District Attorney’s
Office, and Pennsylvania Crime Commission reports. In
some instances newspapers were checked.

For the remaining non-homicide, non-“notorious” cases, we
decided that what we were sampling were records of crimes
from the perspective of the court proceedings that resulted
from them, not just bills of indictment with related testimo-
ny. To do so adequately we had to keep not only each bill of
indicement and related notes of testimony which was selected
by our sampling method, but also every other bill and corre-
sponding set of notes which were related to that particular
crime. Using that method, any researcher who was doing
research on a particular type of crime would have a complete
record for each of the cases preserved in the sample.

However, simply selecting every nth case for retention
really would not work. As our Advisory Group pointed
out, this would favor the retention of cases that would
have multiple bills of indictment. We therefore decided
that—with the exception of the groups to be retained in a
100 % sample—the most fair and objective method to
select other cases was by using random number tables.
This method would eliminate any bias and give us as
objective a sample as we were likely to get. Retaining all

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related bills of indictment and notes of testimony would
tend to swell the size of our sample over the 10% we
intended to take, but we felt this was a necessary conse-
quence of truly reflecting activity in the court. Fortunately
we had a very good nuts and bolts project archivist, Gail
Farr, who found a way to set up a random number gener-
ator using a Microsoft Excel 97 application.

The next issue was how to do the sampling using our ran-
dom number generator. Since our instances of crime
could be represented by any number of bills of indictment
(from one to possibly hundreds in the case of a mass
arrest) it was obvious that we could not use the bill num-
bers assigned by the Court for purposes of selecting our
instances randomly. This problem was solved by assigning
artificial numbers to what we referred to as “clusters” of
records. A cluster could be as little as one bill of indict-
ment. It also could be many bills if all of them were
related to the same instance of crime. The clusters were
made up of all of those bills for cases that were not select-
ed for a 100% sample. The clusters for each Court term
(in this instance a Court term equaled a month) were
each given their own unique number, which began with 1
and were consecutively numbered until the end of the
term. The random number generator then was used to
select the month to be sampled. It also selected the sample
of the clusters for each term between the number 1 and
the concluding number for the court term.

This information was transcribed on sheets and later entered
in a Microsoft Access 97 database. The information entered
included the bill of indictment number, the last bill number
of a cluster, the cluster number, the last name of the defen-
dant, his or her first name, his or her middle name, alias, the
charge, the way the case was selected (by the random num-
ber generator, homicide or manslaughter, or “notorious”
case), and the source of the selection (e.g. the Bulletin
Almanac, examination of notes of testimony, etc.).

This procedure was no simple task and required the
efforts of numerous people. Although Ms. Farr established
the procedures for carrying on the work, set up the ran-
dom number generator, prepared reports and performed
other supervisory duties connected with the project, it
would have been impossible to complete the project with-
out assistance of volunteers and interns. All of the
individuals who participated in the project were dedicated
and their work was exceptionally good. They included,
among others, a retired investigator from the Medical
Examiner’s Office and a professional researcher on organ-
ized crime. One intern, Anna Martin, did so well that she
was chosen to take over supervision of the project when
Ms. Farr moved on to another archival project.

=
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We also made extensive use of transitional workers. These
were individuals going from welfare to work for whom on-
the-job training was funded by the Corporation for
Transitional Work. This staff worked in what was almost a
factory for sampling criminal data in our Record Storage
Center, first at 401 North Broad Street and then at 3101
Market Street. Work continued until the end of 1999. Work
under the 2000-2001 grant, which allowed the housing of
records in acid-free folders and boxes, was carried out by one
of our staff archivists, Lee Stanley, with the assistance of a
six-month temporary employee, Barbara Campbell.

At the beginning of the project we set a very high goal for
ourselves—much higher than we were able to realize. We
had originally intended to sample the criminal court data
up to the 1980s. We were overly optimistic, perhaps even
naive. Sampling was completed to the year 1952. We
never fully anticipated how much preliminary work would
be necessary until we could get to the heart of the project.
As a result, most of the initial grant period was spent
developing a sampling methodology and selecting the
tools to achieve our result. I also suspect that the back-
ground research on the “notorious” court cases took far
longer than we had anticipated. We also never quite had a
sufficiently large enough pool of volunteer labor to carry
out the nitty-gritty work of separating the bills of indict-
ment into clusters, transcribing the information on sheets,
and entering it in a database. When the probability of
receiving more grant funds to continue the project began
to appear increasingly unlikely, we closed the project.

What did our sampling project achieve? While we did not
reach our original—and most likely unreachable—goal, we
did achieve a number of our aims. We did reduce some of the
very large volume of court records. At the conclusion of the
project the Office of the Clerk of Quarter Sessions approved
the disposal of 337 cubic feet of criminal court records that
had satisfied the retention period mandated by the County
Records Manual. These included 233 cubic feet of notes of tes-
timony and 104 cubic feet of bills of indictment.

The records that became part of the permanent sample are
now more accessible than in the past. They are entered into
a database, which makes access to them much easier and
faster than using the previous method of searching the paper
index, going to the docket to get the case number, and then
going to the court papers themselves. The sampled cases can
be searched in the database by the defendant’s name, by his
or her alias, by case number, date or crime. As a result, there
seems to be more use of these records for research.

The most important achievement of the project, however,
was the development of our sampling methodology. This

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Business Meeting Minutes—Fall 2002

October 25, 2002, Poughkecpsie Grand Hotel, Poughkeepsie, NY

The meeting was called to order at
10:14 a.m. The minutes for the Spring
meeting were approved.

Chair Jeff Flannery reported that the
Steering Committee has approved
renewal of MARACs contract with
Kimball & Associates with the agreed
upon fee increases.

Jeff also reported on several advocacy
issues: He has sent a letter on behalf of
MARAC to the President of Teacher’s
College in New York City, protesting
the closing of the College’s Special
Collections. The President of Teacher’s
College suggested that Jeff, on behalf
of MARAC, should talk to the
Director of the library and express our
concerns. To date Jeff has not been
able to speak with the library director.
He has also written a letter, on behalf
of MARAGC, to the Board of Trustees
of Frederick County Libraries stating
that the policies imposed on using rare
materials in the Maryland Room were
standard in the archival profession.
The letter was to encourage the Board
to adhere to the use policies standard
for archival and manuscript materials
for the benefit of the collections.

The Vice-Chair reported that the
Spring meeting in Towson brought in
over $13,500. The Poughkeepsie meet-
ing had 304 registrants, including
6-12 on-site. 2/3 of the Poughkeepsie
registrants were MARAC members
and 1/3 were members of NEA (New
England Archivists). The Spring 2003
MARAC meeting will be in Trenton,
NJ, at the Lafayette Yard Marriott,
April 24-26. Karl Niederer and Ben
Primer are co-chairs of the Local
Arrangements Committee; Gary
Saretzky and Alex Magoun are co-
chairs of the Program Committee. The
meeting theme is Revolutions in
Archives. The Fall 2003 MARAC
meeting will be in Gettysburg, PA,

October 29-31. The Program
Committee (Jim Gerencser and Karen
Drickamer, co-chairs) and Local
Arrangements Committee (Pam
Whitenack and Christine Amadure,
co-chairs) have already met. The
theme for the meeting is “Turning
Points.” The Eisenhower Farm is being
considered as a possible reception site.
We will not be meeting in Silver
Spring, MD, in Spring 2004. There
are many monetary issues preventing
us from meeting there, including the
fact that hotels are changing their
charging practices; we are now being
charged for facility spaces. The cut-off
dates for hotels are also a problem
now; hotels set dates unrealistically far
out from the meeting dates. We may
be meeting in Old Town Alexandria
instead of Silver Spring.

Jim Byers, representing the
Development Committee, is the liai-
son between vendors and MARAC.
Members of the Development
Committee will be giving vendors at
Poughkeepsie information about
upcoming meetings. The Committee
will coordinate exhibitors and contri-
butions to the conferences.

The Chair gave the Treasurer’s report.
The budget submitted for the Spring
2003 Meeting in Trenton was
approved by the Steering Committee
with some changes made in hotel
costs. The Steering Committee has also
approved the investment strategy rec-
ommended by the Finance
Committee: Investing some of
MARAC’s money into a reputable
short-term fund (Vanguard). Jeff
thanked Steve Dalina and Cheryl
Stadel-Bevins for conducting an audit

of MARAC’s books.

Danna Bell-Russel, current Senior Co-
chair of the Arline Custer Memorial
Award committee, presented the Arline
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Custer Award. This award remembers
Arline Kern Custer, a founding member
of MARAC, who also served as the third
editor of the National Union Catalog
for Manuscript collections, and passed
away in 1975. Danna thanked her com-
mittee for a job well done. A record
number of submissions were received
this year: 11 books and 3 articles.

The Custer Award for Outstanding
Book was given to William C. Allen,
author of History of the United States
Capitol: A Chronicle of Design,
Construction and Politics. This is Mr.
Allen’s second win; he won in 1993 for
the book The Dome: An Architectural
History of the U.S. Capitol. With regard
to the History of the United States
Capitol, one Committee member
noted, “The overall presentation and
production of the book were excellent.
This book was an excellent scholarly
work and from among the many
things written on this subject the most
comprehensive I have ever seen.” Mr.
Allen was honored by this award and is
sorry that previous travel plans keep
him from joining us here.

The Custer Award for Outstanding
Article was presented to Robert W.
Schoeberlein for his article “The
Beginning of Mental Health Care
Reform in Maryland, 1908-1910,”
published in the Winter 2001 issue of
Maryland Historical Magazine. One
Committee member noted in his
review, “This is an interesting article
with sound analysis and some interest-
ing insights [and] is a good example of
an archivist not only keeping up with
historical writing but also contributing
to it.” Mr. Shoeberlein has informed
the Committee that a follow up article
will be appearing in a future issue of
the Maryland Historical Magazine.

The first Honorable Mention award
was given to Milton M. Klein for his
book The Empire State: A History of
New York. One Committee member
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was shocked that Mr. Klein was able to
fit the history of New York in one
extremely well written volume. Mr.
Klein was also unable to attend the
conference but wanted to thank
Cornell University Press for submitting
his book for consideration and the
New York State Historical Association
for their assistance with the book.

The second Honorable Mention award
was given to the New York State
Archives/Archives Partnership Trust for
the periodical New York Archives. The
New York State Archives is a repeat
Custer winner having won before in
1989 and 1991. “New York Archives
did an excellent job of explaining and
bringing archives to the public,” noted
one Committee member. “The publi-
cation is well written and presented in
an engaging and inviting manner. It
also provides great publicity for

archivists and what we do.”

MARAC Service Awards were present-
ed to Rebecca L. Collier, Gary
Saretzky, Ellen Hassig Ressmeyer,
Constance ]. Cooper, James Cassedy,

and James Quigel.

Scholarship Awards were announced.
For the Fall 2002 Travel Awards:
Jennie Levine, Assistant Curator for
Historical Manuscripts at the U of
MD department of Archives and
Manuscripts; Rachel Donaldson and
Bethany Sheffer (joint award), gradu-
ate students at SUNY Albany and
employees in the Special Collections
and Archives of SUNY Albany. For the
Marsha Trimble Meeting Scholarship:
Jane Charles, Associate Archivist for
the Historical Collections and Labor
Archives in the Special Collections
Library at Penn State. For the
Workshop Scholarships: Emily
Connell, Assistant Librarian at the
Baltimore Museum of Art; Tammy
Kiter, from the Special Collections at
the University of Delaware.

Karl Niederer and Ben Primer reported

on the Spring 2003 conference in
Trenton. They reported that the
Steering Committee had approved a
one-time experiment in distributing
program information about the
Trenton meeting. The Local
Arrangements Committee will send a
postal card and many e-mail messages
saying that the program is online and
available for downloading. There will
be an opportunity to send the cards
back requesting a hard copy of the pro-
gram if online access is not available. It
is thought that this way of handling
dissemination of program information
will save MARAC money. Dan
Noonan gave a PowerPoint presenta-
tion encouraging MARAC members to
come to the Trenton meeting. Gary
Saretzky talked about the theme of the
meeting, “Revolutions in Archives,”
and some of the sessions planned.

The proposed amendment to the
Constitution to alter language in Section
6 (Meetings) to read “The Conference
may hold up to two (2) meetings a year
for the purpose of providing a program
of interest to members and to transact
business” was discussed. An explanation
was given of how the MARAC constitu-
tion may be amended.

A number of concerns were expressed
by MARAC members at the Business
Meeting about the proposed amend-
ment, including: Whether once the
door is opened to only having one
meeting a year, that inevitably lead to
only holding one meeting a year; the
possibility of dropping meetings from
two a year may well lead to the detri-
ment of regional emphasis; meetings
would be most likely held only in the
central corridor; the feeling that it is
important to have state caucus meet-
ings twice a year; many MARAC
members have been members and/or
in the profession for fewer than five
years and have not attended many
meetings, so they have not experienced
the camaraderie of this particular
organization first-hand and don't know
the rich tradition or understand the
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rationale for meeting twice a year.

Also expressed was the importance of
realizing why we have MARAC meet-
ings more than once a year, for
example, an opportunity for MARAC
members to get involved and become
invested in governing the organization,
and the fact that meetings keep the
organization financially solvent.

Further discussion by members of
MARAC at the Business Meeting
included the article in the most recent-
ly published Mid-Atlantic Archivist that
spoke to the pros and cons of the pro-
posed amendment (“Making Choices:
Considering the Proposed
Constitutional Amendment,” Mid-
Atlantic Archivist, Fall 2002, Vol. 31,
No. 4, p. 18); the sentiment that preci-
sion in the language of the proposed
amendment is needed, however, the
wording cannot be changed before a
vote is taken as that was the wording
sent out to members this summer;
concerns that with hotel rates skyrock-
eting members might not be able to
afford to attend two meetings a year;
the feeling that the proposed amend-
ment offers flexibility in a changing
environment; OHMAR (Oral History
in the Mid-Atlantic Region) is going
to the format of holding one regular
meeting a year while holding a second
meeting comprised of workshops (this
model is being considered for
MARAC as well if the proposed
amendment passes); the fact that the
rationale for the decision to propose an
amendment was based on the results of
a survey of the membership: 2:1 were
in favor of holdings meetings once a
year.

An explanation of how the ballot will
be sent out was requested. It was stat-
ed that caucus reps should alert
members that the ballot is forthcom-
ing, since it needs to be sent out to
the membership within 15 days after
the Business Meeting.
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Winners of the Fall 2002 Meeting and Workshop Scholarships

Six MARAC members were recipients of scholarships at the Poughkeepsie meeting. The awards were as follows:

Jane Charles received a MARAC
Meeting Scholarship, which awards up
to $400 to cover meeting-associated
expenses. Jane is Associate Archivist for
the Historical Collections and Labor
Archives within the Special Collections
Library at Penn State. Jane studied
archival management as part of her
M.A. in Public History from North
Carolina State University. She is current-
ly working part-time toward her library
degree at University of Pittsburgh.

Jennie Levine received one of the two
MARAC travel awards, worth up to
$250 each. Jennie holds a contract posi-
tion as Assistant Curator for Historical
Manuscripts at the University of
Maryland department of Archives and
Manuscripts. Jennie has a Masters in
Library Science and a Bachelors degree
in Russian Area Studies, both from

UMD.

Rachel Donaldson and Bethany Sheffer
jointly shared the other MARAC travel
award. Both Rachel and Beth work at

Special Collections and Archives of
SUNY Albany while also attending grad-
uate school. Rachel expects to receive her
M.L.S. with archival studies concentra-
tion in December. Beth is in the
combined M.L.S./M.A. in history pro-
gram, concentrating in archival
administration and records management.

Emily Connell received a workshop
scholarship for one day of training in a
MARAC workshop.

Winner of the January 2003 Modern

sion. In this position, Michael assists
with reference, educational outreach,
and exhibits.

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The question whether the ballot mailing will include the
pros and cons for the proposed amendment was raised. A
motion was made, and seconded, that a straw vote be
taken to include a summary of the discussion at the
Business Meeting in the mailing with the ballot. There was
discussion of whether a vote by hand is sufficient or if it is
necessary to have some private voting option. It was deter-
mined the latter was not necessary. The motion to include
a summary of the discussion concerning the proposed
amendment at the Business Meeting was voted on and
passed by a majority of vocal ayes.

A vote was also taken of the members at the Business
Meeting (92 members were present) to determine how
many were in favor of the proposed amendment as writ-
ten: In favor: 12; Opposed: 50; Abstained: 25.

Members of the Local Arrangement Committee and Program
Committee for the Poughkeepsie meeting were thanked.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:40 a.m.

project was a pilot project meant to serve as a guide for
other jurisdictions in the Commonwealth that had similar
problems with the storage of a large volume of court
records. Before we started, we had taken into consideration
the methodologies used in other court record sampling
projects. However, we felt that these would not provide us
with as full a picture of the operation of criminal court pro-
ceedings as we desired, and we decided not to use them.
Although more time consuming and labor intensive, we
feel that our methodology provides as true a picture of the
range of criminal cases and their adjudication as possible,
short of retaining the court records in their entirety. We feel
that this is quite an achievement and one of which we can

be justly proud.

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Czech Flood Assistance to Cultural Heritage—How You Can Help

In August 2002, massive flooding rav-
aged Central Europe. The Czech
Republic suffered the worst floods since
at least the 15" century. The speed and
unforeseeable extent of the disaster—at
its crest, the Vltava (Moldau) was more
than 22 feet above its normal level—
overwhelmed the preparations put into
place. Every fortieth citizen was forced
to leave home. A state of emergency
was declared in almost half the country.
Several villages and many homes,
schools and hospitals, etc., were com-
pletely destroyed, infrastructure
damaged, businesses ruined. Parts of
the beautiful historic capital of Prague
and many other old cities were com-
pletely flooded. While most of the
country’s architectural monuments,
including the historic center of Prague,
have been preserved, invaluable cultural
heritage was damaged and destroyed. It
is estimated that flooding has caused at
least $130 million in damage to cultur-
al treasures and historic sites—the
greatest loss ever caused by a natural
catastrophe. Many libraries and
archives, museum depositories, theaters
and concert halls were inundated,
resulting in heavy losses in collections,
infrastructure and equipment.

More than 50 libraries were inundated
and about one million volumes from
various library collections, among
them incunables, early prints and
printed books, and rare documents,
have been damaged. 150,000 rare
books were frozen to allow for possible
future restoration. Libraries whose loss-
es surpass $100,000 include those of
the Institutes of Archaeology, History
of Art, Philosophy, Sociology, Nuclear
Physics, Physical and Inorganic
Chemistry of the Academy of Sciences;
Prague Municipal Library;
Mathematics, Physics, and Law School
Libraries of Charles University; the
National Library; the Research Library
of South Bohemia; the libraries of
Kralupy, Terezin (Theresienstadt),
Zbraslav, Steti.

Losses of archives are even heavier.
Miles of archival shelves were flooded,
causing the loss of unique, irreplace-
able documents. Among the most
grievously stricken repositories are the
Architecture Archives and the Archives
of the History of Technology and
Industry of the National Technical
Museum, the Military History
Archives, the archives of the Academy
of Sciences, Czech Philharmonic
Orchestra, Czech Statistics Office,
Terezin Museum, Prague Municipal
Court, Ministries of Transportation,
Agriculture, and Industry, the National
Museum’s Music collection and the

National Central Archives.

An impressive campaign of self-help
has been mounted in the country.
United in determination and civic spir-
it, people and the authorities are
working hard to salvage and to restore
what may be saved. However, the
enormity of expenses required over-
whelms all possibilities of the country’s
institutions. Therefore, the afflicted
institutions appeal to the world cultur-
al community to help remedy the
damages. Among the many ways to
help are donations of funds, publica-
tions (books, periodicals), materials,
drying technologies and equipment,
and professional assistance.
