TOPIC 1: ADJUSTMENTS TO AGENDA

TOPIC 2: PASSING PROBLEMS ON TO DATABASE MANAGEMENT: 
Arlene Klair and Donna King from ACDM wanted to join our meeting to explain exactly what the Database Management responsibilities are: handles transfers, withdrawals, large projects, and item/holding/cataloging problems. The Help Desk receives their work via inter office mail and reflector and resolves or forwards work to the appropriate department. Staff in TSD should not be referring problems created by other departments inside TSD to help desk, unless the problem creates a large project. See Help Desk page for exceptions and definitions of a large scale project.  Large projects will go directly to Donna and she will prioritize and let you know when they’re going to start on your project. We are expected to deliver the materials they’ll need before they begin. We can request help from the stacks supervisor. Note: Any large scale item clean up project that can be resolved by using Global changes or Bind/changes should not be referred to Help Desk.
It was brought up that we should contact the USMAI campuses when we affect their catalog and they need to fix something. There’s an electronic form just for this purpose at   http://www.lib.umd.edu/TSD/tsd_policies2.html the Help Desk does not do this.

TOPIC 3: LIBI MIGRATION OF OrCD PAGES:
What’s been loaded so far onto Libi staging has migrated with only a few problems. We lost our tables and the gray sidebar.  The breadcrumbs go to blank pages. There is outdated material and dead links that need to be removed. The minutes for 2004-2008 were scrambled during the migration so they will be archived and worked on later. We will start with only the 2009 minutes in Libi. We will have to work with ITD to remedy some of the problems.
There’s a question as to whether we want to keep the TSD Internet Resources page. Most people don’t refer to it because they’ve bookmarked their own resources and go there instead. We need to decide what we want to keep private and what the public sees. Since we are a little nervous about getting rid of any material and because quite a few people worked long and hard contributing documentation, getting rid of anything will be considered carefully. We will probably archive a lot of this on the m-drive. 
Jack brought copies of TSD’s web site for us to refer to during the meeting(s). It gives us an idea of just how much work is involved. Several people have volunteered to work with Gordana preparing our site for the next Libi migration. No changes will be made without consulting OrCD first. We did decide that the more we can fix before the next migration the easier it will be later for all of us. Marlene is hoping for Libi live by the end of the year, but nothing’s definite yet. OrCD wants a work space set up in Libi and we’ll decide later whether any of the teams need one. It might be easier to get the work space now rather than later. And do we want everyone to have editing rights in our work space or just a few of us. Either way Ben Wahlberg will need to assign passwords. PLCT will have some input on a lot of our decisions. We will continue this topic in our upcoming meetings.
