Cataloging record:

1. In 300 tag, add  + $e 1 sound disc (digital ; 4 ¾ in.)

2. Add 006 sound recording tag. 

For musical compact discs, no changes are necessary to the default 006

If the compact disc is spoken word (not musical): 

a. change Type from j to i

b. code Comp: nn

c. code LTxt with appropriate letter [See Fixed Field LTxt in OCLC Bib Formats]

3. Add 007 tag with delimitors as follows:

Default for $e and $n is u; change $e and $n, if the following information is on the item:



monophonic or stereophonic, change $e to m or s
