	In Fall 2006, a sample of 52 team exercises were scored.  89% of selected exercises (finding books in stacks and reference books) completed by students in Library Safari session were answered correctly.
In Fall 2006, 27 completed Team Project Sheets were scored using a rubric that assesses the number and type of research resources used as references.  66% of students in Fall 2006 were rated “Proficient” or “Adequate.”

SAILS assessment Spring 2003 in Professional Writing courses:  UM average .63

UM Student Survey 2004 contained questions on information literacy skills.  52% of students reported their skills in “Finding Information” were strong (34 % said their UM experience affected that skill “quite a bit”), while 69% reported their “Using electronic information resources” skills were strong (40% said their UM experience affected those skills “quite a bit”).


	For Fall 2007, Libraries User Education Services will revise Library Safari exercises to focus more closely on necessary skills (such as interpreting call numbers and navigating stack locations).
Undergraduate Studies Librarian met with GEMS 100 program coordinator in January 2007 to plan changes for Project Sheet that will provide more guidance to students about the kind of research resources that are appropriate for GEMS 100 projects.   Fall 2007 GEMS 100 library sessions will emphasize identifying a variety of substantive resources.
Libraries plan to develop our own assessment instrument that will be tailored to UM student learning outcomes.

Since subsequent UM Student Surveys have not asked information literacy questions, the Libraries will be working through CAWG to reinstate those (or similar) questions. 
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
