An interdisciplinary database containing abstracts and indexing for over 7,000 journals.  Full-text of articles for over 4,000 scholarly publications, including more than 3,100 peer-reviewed publications.

CSA Neurosciences Abstracts

Access to the scientific journal literature in neurosciences.  Covers all aspects of vertebrate and invertebrate neuroscience, including Motor, Visual, Auditory, and Vestibular Systems, Neural Networks, Computation, and others.

Education Research Complete

The definitive online resource for education research.  A comprehensive listing of the world’s largest and most complete collection of full-text education journals.  It is a bibliographic and full-text database covering scholarly research and information relating to all areas of education.

ERIC

Electronic access to information from over 1,000 education and education-related journals, as well as, contains a variety of non-journal materials, including ERIC documents. 

Ethnic NewsWatch

A bilingual (English/Spanish) interdisciplinary database with full-text articles from newspapers, magazines, and journals of the ethnic, minority, and native press.

Family & Society Studies Worldwide

Online access to family studies resources, including citations and abstracts to professional journals, books, book chapters, conference papers, theses and dissertations, websites, internet documents, selected popular literature, government reports, statistical documents, working papers, and unpublished material.

Genetics Abstracts

Includes literature on molecular genetics, all aspects of DNA, differentiation and development, RNA, protein synthesis, ribosomes, nuclear proteins and chromatin, enzymes, and gene regulation.

Medline (EBSCO)

Covers abstracts and indexing to resources in the fields of medicine, psychiatry, nursing, dentistry, health care planning and administration of services.

Mental Measurements Yearbook

The most authoritative and well-known index to educational, psychological, and vocational tests and measurements commercially published in the English language. Consist of full-text descriptive entries. 
PsycINFO

The most comprehensive index in psychology, counseling, and related fields.  Includes citations and abstracts of journal articles, book chapters, books, technical reports, and dissertations. Provides online access to sociology literature and other social sciences related research.  Contains abstracts, indexing, and full-text to books, journal articles, and conference papers.
