CHARGE
In June 2006, the existing charge of the Committee on Committee was:
The Committee on Committees shall be responsible for formally writing charges for Assembly ad hoc committees and task forces, for identifying appropriate membership, for communicating that information to Advisory Council and the committees. The Committee on Committees shall maintain the files of reports to the Assembly made by ad hoc committees and task forces. 

The current Plan of Organization revised the COC charge to:

The Committee on Committees shall write or provide guidance in the writing of the charge, the membership requirements, the term of operation, and the method for selecting the chair of the Assembly’s committees. The Committee on Committees shall oversee the establishment and monitor the progress of special committees of the Assembly. The Committee on Committees shall communicate its work and transmit all reports of special committees to the Advisory Council.

The responsibility of maintaining the files of reports made by ad hoc committees and task forces has been eliminated. 
2006/2007 Activities
The last update on the work of this Committee was reported to the Library Assembly (LA) at the June 1, 2006 meeting by Barbara Nail-Chiwetalu, 2005/2006 Chair.

In July 2006 the Task Force for Revision of the Plan of Governance was formed.  Much of the work of this Task Force is completed, however, it will remain active until the Plan of Governance document it is formally approved by the University Senate.

In 2006/2007, the work of the Task Force for Non-Faculty Participation helped to establish the Staff Affairs Committee, a standing committee of the Library Assembly.   The Committee on Committees participated in the development of this new standing committee’s charge.
