On June 30, 2007, Linda Sarigol completed her three-year term and was replaced by Richard Leigh.  Richard Leigh was also appointed as Chair, beginning simultaneously with his term on July 1, 2007.  Past Chair Jamie Bush left UM in Jan. 2008.  He was replaced by Nedelina Tchangalova for the remainder of his term, ending on June 30, 2008. Bobbie Mallett’s three-year term will also end on June 30, 2008.  Two slots on the CoC were open in the LA election on May 9, 2008.  The names of the winners have not yet been released.  Their terms will both begin on July 1, 2008. 
CHARGE
The Committee on Committees shall write or provide guidance in the writing of the charge, the membership requirements, the term of operation, and the method for selecting the chair of the Assembly’s committees. The Committee on Committees shall oversee the establishment and monitor the progress of special committees of the Assembly. The Committee on Committees shall communicate its work and transmit all reports of special committees to the Advisory Council.

2007/2008 Activities
The CoC revised its Guideline for Writing Charges, completing version 3.0 on Sept. 24, 2007.  Changes were made to bring the Guidelines into full agreement with the Plan of Organization, and to standardize both the formatting & the content of future charges.
The CoC revised its website, changing the formatting & the content to be more uniform when compared to the web-pages of other LA committees.  

The CoC compiled and revised its own internal documentation extensively.  The CoC “binder” is now available both in print (in the Chair’s office) or electronically (on the Chair’s hard drive).  All documents therein have received standardized names & dates, and have been reorganized by category.  
The CoC initiated discussions with Lauren Brown about collecting CoC documentation that is not currently available to the CoC (because of age, location, or format).  Once this documentation has been reviewed, work on a comprehensive collection of all CoC charges (as recommended by the CoC Review Committee in 2006) can begin.

The CoC completed its first charge since Nov. 2004, for The Special Committee on Faculty Mentoring.  The charge was finalized at the LAAC meeting on April 11, 2008, and presented to the LA on April 24, 2008.  The charge was approved unanimously.  The Special Committee will begin its work as soon as its membership is determined (pending the possible addition of volunteer members to a core group of Phillipa Brown, Betty Day, Vin Novara & Maggie Saponaro).
