On June 30, 2008, Bobbie Mallett completed her three-year term.  Nedelina Tchangalova also completed her fill-in term (Feb. 2008-June 2008), in which she replaced Jamie Bush (who left UM in Jan. 2008).  Paula Greenwell and Hongyan Sun were both elected to three-year terms, beginning July 1, 2008.  Richard Leigh continued his term, and was also re-appointed as Chair.  The membership for the upcoming year will be the same as for the previous year.  The next change in membership will occur when Richard Leigh rotates off of the team in June 30, 2010.
CHARGE

The CoC was asked to review the draft charge for a potential LAAC Subcommittee on Faculty Affairs, which is still pending final decision.

The CoC was asked to consider combining itself with the Nominations, Elections, and Voting Procedures Committee as part of the Library Assembly’s ongoing streamlining efforts.  NEVPC requested that the discussion be tabled until the summer, as they are currently focusing on LA elections for 2009-2010.
