Getting to Metro Center:

1. Take the shuttle bus, or the Metro (public) bus
(i.e. C8, F6, J4 lines), near the Marriott to the
COLLEGE PARK Station.

Station.

6. Follow the signs to the RED LINE. Take the

RED LINE train in the direction of SHADY
GROVE Station. Go 7 stops and get off at the
METRO CENTER Station.

7. Exit by following the signs to the 12" Street exit

(see location of exits on the next page).
